City Council hosts Navy base closure officials 

The Concord City Council is pleased to announce that Principal Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Navy Wayne Arny and the Navy’s base closure team will make a presentation to the public at the City Council’s Tuesday, Oct. 10 meeting, to be held at the Concord Senior Center, 2727 Parkside Circle, at 6:30 p.m.

Mr. Arny and the Navy team will talk to the community about the Navy's role in reuse planning and the transfer of the Concord Naval Weapons Station property. A public comment period will be held at the end of the presentation.

An informal public reception, including exhibits and displays about the project, will precede the meeting at 5:30 p.m. 

The 5,240-acre inland area of the Concord Naval Weapons Station, which is located within Concord’s city limits, was approved for closure by the Department of Defense (DOD) through the Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) process in 2005. The Navy retains ownership of the property; the Concord City Council was selected by the DOD as the Local Reuse Authority (LRA), and will prepare the Reuse Plan for the property with input from the community. 

The meeting is an opportunity for the community to learn more about the process that the City and its Navy partners will undertake over the next few years in preparation for the transfer of the property from military to civilian use. The City Council has just completed the first phase of this process, during which residents, community leaders, business owners and representatives from a broad spectrum of agencies and organizations contributed to the adopted Goals and Guiding Principles for the project.

The meeting will be televised live on Concord’s government cable TV channels, 28 (Comcast) and 29 (Astound).
